ORGANIZATIONAL CONFLICT OF INTEREST


(a)  To prevent conflicting roles which may bias the contractor's judgment or objectivity, or to preclude the contractor from obtaining an unfair competitive advantage in concurrent or future acquisitions, the contractor will be restricted as set forth in subparagraph (c). 

(b)  The following descriptions or definitions apply: 

(1) Systems Engineering: Means preparing specifications, identifying and resolving interface problems, developing test requirements, evaluating test data, and supervising design. 

(2) Technical Direction: Means developing work statements, determining parameters, directing other contractors' operations, or resolving technical controversies. 

(3) Development: Means all efforts towards solution of broadly‑defined problems.  That may encompass research, evaluating technical feasibility, proof of design and test, or engineering of programs not yet approved for acquisition or operation. 

(4) Proprietary Information: Means all information designated as proprietary in accordance with law and regulation, and held in confidence or disclosed under restriction to prevent uncontrolled distribution.  Examples include limited or restricted data, trade secrets, sensitive financial information, and computer software; and may appear in cost and pricing data or involve classified information. 

(5)  System: Means the system that is the subject of this contract. 

(6)  System Life: Means all phases of the system's development, production or support. 

(7) Contractor: Means the business entity receiving the award of this contract, its parents, affiliates, divisions and subsidiaries. 

(8)  Design: Is the action of implementing a function concept.  Typically, this includes planning, creating, devising, constructing, modifying or developing a new or existing item, component, program or process.  The results of the design activity may be represented by a set of drawings, etc., from which an actual item can be produced.  Detailed design data describes the physical config​uration and performance characteristics of an item, component, program or process in sufficient detail to ensure that the item, component, program or process produced IAW the detailed design data will be essentially identical to the original. 

(c)  MANUFACTURING EXCLUSION 

(1)  Tasks to be performed on this contract may result in the contractor delivering a non‑proprietary competitive data package for hardware items and components and software programs to be used by the Government for future competitive production contracts.  Therefore, the contractor shall not be allowed to compete for production of any hardware items and components or software programs either directly or indirectly, as a prime contractor, a subcontractor (regardless of the tier of subcontractor) or vendor of which they were involved in the designing effort under this program.

(2) The prohibition shall be in effect for the period beginning with the date of this contract through and until:

(i)  Five years after completion of any task orders issued hereunder, including option periods; or

(ii) The completion of the first production contract resulting from a competitive data package furnished under said task orders, whichever is longer.

(3)  The contractor agrees that it will: 

(i)  Assure formal company policies and procedures effectively address this exclusion and that all employees associated with this contract are fully aware of those specific policies and procedures; 

(ii)  Include in any contract with third parties for software or hardware engineering design services, including subcontracts down through any tier, the same contractual obligations imposed by this provision.  This subparagraph is intended to impose upon each tier the responsibility for passing the contractual obligations up or down to the next tier.  This exclusion does not need to be included in subcontracts issued for purposes of prototype fabrication, limited production/spares, producibility verification, system evaluation or other purposes when the subcontractor does not participate in or contribute to the actual design. 

(d)  The contractor may be required to prepare and submit complete specifications for non‑developmental items to be used in a competitive acquisition.  The contractor shall not furnish these items to the government, either as a prime or subcontractor, for the duration of the initial production contract. 

(e)  The contractor may gain access to proprietary information of other companies during contract performance.  The contractor agrees to enter into company‑to‑company agreements to (1) protect other company's information from unauthorized use or disclosure for as long as it is considered proprietary by the other company and (2) refrain from using the information purposes, the contractor shall furnish copies of these agreements to the contracting officer.  These agreements are not intended to protect information which is available to the Government or to the contractor for other sources and furnished voluntarily without restriction. 

(f)  Waivers to the Organizational Conflict of Interest Clauses may be considered when in the government's interest or on a case by case basis after award of the basic contract.  Waiver requests with supporting rationale will be submitted to the PCO for review and decision coordination. 

(g)  Before accepting and performing each task order issued under this contract, the contractor shall evaluate the task order for actual and potential organization conflicts of interest and shall provide timely  written notice to the contracting officer (i) setting forth the general nature of the actual or potential organizational conflict of interest, or (ii) concluding that no significant organizational conflict of interest exists with respect to the task order.

(h)  By accepting and performing any task order issued under this contract, the contractor represents that the contractor has identified and evaluated actual and potential organizational conflicts of interest with respect to that task order and has either (i) provided timely written notice to the contracting officer setting forth the general nature of the actual or potential organizational conflict of interest, or (ii) concluded that no significant organizational conflict of interest exists with respect to the task order.

ORDERING PROCEDURES (FOR GOVT ORDERING OFFICER)

The following procedures and requirements are established for issuing task orders for contractual engineering tasks (CETs) under the basic contract.  These procedures and requirements apply for all pricing arrangements.  Authorization to order is contingent upon compliance with this clause.

(a) Each AFMC agency authorized in G-700 to place orders shall designate DESP program points of contact (PCO and scope certification engineer) for their agency.  The designated DESP PCO and engineer will review and approve/disapprove all DESP CETs to be awarded by their agency and have responsibility for the accuracy of the certifications. 

(b) The agency shall complete the required certification forms and statements identified below:

(c) The agency shall forward a copy of the certification package identified in paragraph (b) above, via the world wide WEB,  to the OO-ALC Primary PCO with a request for a control number.

(d) The Agency’s DESP PCO will ultimately be responsible for determining the appropriateness of a task for the contract. 

(e)  The OO-ALC Primary PCO will issue a control number after the certification package has been received.  Upon receipt of a task control number from the OO-ALC Primary PCO, the agency’s ordering PCO may award the subject task order.  Task orders shall not be awarded until receipt of the control number. 

(f) The agency’s ordering PCO issuing the task order will be responsible for making the determination of price reasonableness, the appropriateness of the pricing arrangement,  as well as any other applicable compliance, and will issue the task order containing the negotiated price if deemed appropriate.

(g) The agency’s ordering PCO will obtain and include a subcontracting plan, and include an appropriately completed DD254 Contract Security Classification Form with individual task orders when applicable.  

(h) The OO-ALC Primary PCO shall be added to the distribution list for the Task Orders and all subsequent modifications.  

(i) Amendments to the CET prior to issuance of the task order and modifications, which change the CET or the dollar value of the task order, must be processed in the same manner as the original CET.  Contractors may not accept a task order or a modification to a task order that does not have a control number assigned.  Modifications which merely extend delivery, correct typographical errors (other than quantity) or make changes in shipping, packaging, or FOB point are considered administrative modifications and do not require control number assignment.  However, a copy of administrative modifications shall be distributed to the OO-ALC Primary PCO as well.

(j) Agencies DESP PCOs may not exceed their aggregate order dollar ceiling and should therefore track the total dollars as each order or modification is being considered for award.  Each ALC shall monitor aggregate amounts and report quarterly to the OO-ALC Primary PCO.

(k) Non value added pass through work should not be placed on this contract; However, final determination shall be made by the agency’s PCO on a case-by-cases basis.

(1) The OO-ALC Primary PCO reserves the right to rescind the ordering authority for any activity.  All modifications to the basic contract will be issued by the OO-ALC Primary PCO.

(d)  The cost of preparing any quotation or proposal in advance of receiving a task order for a CET/SOW is to be considered a bid and proposal (B&P) cost and therefore is only chargeable to the appropriate indirect cost account.  Under no circumstances are such B&P costs to be considered as direct costs chargeable to or reimbursable under a task order that may be issued.

(e)  The Government will select one of the following price arrangements for each task order:  Firm Fixed Priced (FFP), Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF),  Cost Plus Award Fee (CPAF),.Cost Reimbursement (CR) or  Time and Materials (T&M).  A DD Form 1155 will be utilized by the Government to issue task orders.  A Standard Form 30 will be used to modify the task order(s).

(f)  "On-site performance" is defined as work performed at the contractor's facility (or facilities).

(g)  "Off-site performance" is defined as work performed at a Government operated facility (or facilities).

(h)  The ordering office will not issue any task order until the parties have negotiated all direct costs, including subcontract efforts and travel.

(i)   Subcontract cost/rates not identified in Rate Schedules shall be justified as part of the offeror’s proposal.  It is not adequate to just provide the cost.  An explanation of the services/items to be procured, how they were procured (competition, negotiated rates, other) must also be addressed and their costs.

(j)  Any FFP task order shall be priced in accordance with the rates contained in Section B Schedule I to determine the total cost.  The FFP rates in Section B Schedule I are fully burdened and include all indirect rates including profit.

(k)  Any CPFF or CPAF task order shall be priced in accordance with the rates contained in Section B Schedule II or III to determine the total estimated cost.  All task orders issued using the CPFF or CPAF pricing arrangement will be completion type IAW FAR 16.306​(d)(1) unless otherwise stated in the individual task order.

(l)  Any T&M task order shall be priced in accordance with the rates in Section B Schedule IV, including the establishment of ceiling prices.  The rates in Schedule IV are fully burdened to include all indirect rates plus profit and are broken out separately into on-site and off-site rates.  At the time the order is placed, these rates will be used to establish a ceiling amount for the order.

(m)  The rates in Section B Schedule II and III (CPFF/CPAF) are burdened to include all indirect rates except for the fee and shall be used to establish the estimated cost of the order.  The total estimated cost shall be used to determine the fixed fee, (total estimated cost X fixed Fee percentage = fixed fee).  At the time the contractor submits a voucher for the effort expended, payment will be made on the basis of actual costs incurred.  The fee for each order shall be established as a firm dollar amount, not as a percentage.

Activities described in paragraphs 3.1, 3.2, 3.4, and 3.6 restricted by the scope of the System, Engineering and Development activity described within paragraph 3.3.

Functional Categories I, II and III.  Small Businesses and Small Disadvantaged Businesses may propose on Functional Categories I, II or III (Functional Category I is a combination of Categories II and III).  Large businesses may only propose on the total program, Functional Category I .  Options II and III are Set Aside for Small Business, in accordance with FAR 19.502-3, and as supplemented. The purpose of dividing the workload into smaller discrete portions, “Functional Categories,” is to allow small businesses and small disadvantage businesses an opportunity to bid on a smaller portion of the work.  If/when an award is made under Functional Category I, options II and III will be deleted from the resulting contract. 

C.  The proposal shall be clear, concise, and shall include sufficient detail for effective evaluation and for substantiating the validity of stated claims.  The proposals should not simply rephrase or restate the Government's requirements, but rather shall provide convincing rationale to address how the offeror intends to meet these requirements.  Offerors shall assume that the Government has no prior knowledge of their facilities and experience, and will base its evaluation on the information presented in the offeror's proposals.  If information required for proposal evaluation is not found in the section designated for its presentation, it will be assumed to have been omitted from the proposal.

D.  Each volume shall be written to the greatest extent possible on a stand-alone basis so that its contents may be evaluated with a minimum of cross-referencing to other volumes of the proposal.  Cross-referencing within proposal volumes is permitted where its use would conserve space without impairing clarity.

DISTRIBUTION

Proposal submission shall be as follows: Offeror’s shall submit ten (10) total copies, which shall consist of: two Hard Copies (one original, one copy) and Eight copies on CD.   All volumes shall be combined onto a single CD with each volume being saved as a separate file and each section, within each volume, being saved as a sub-file.  Send all submittals to the PCO, referenced in 1.5.1. 

The proposal shall be valid for 240 days from the required submission date.  In compliance with FAR Subpart 4.8 (Contract Files), the Government will retain one copy of all unsuccessful proposals.  Unless the offeror requests otherwise, extra copies of the proposals will be destroyed by the Government.

 BASIC PRINCIPLES

The DESP prime contractors are expected to have a significant technical role (50% or greater) in the overall DESP program.  However, the government retains the right to alter this overall percentage or waive this requirement on a task order by task order basis at the complete discretion and benefit of the government.  Therefore, the government is strongly interested in the capability and experience of the prime offeror.  The prime offeror is the entity with which the government could have a resulting contract.  As such, the prime would be held fully responsible for the contract performance, regardless of any arrangement between the prime offeror and its proposed subcontractors, team members, vendors or other associates.  In addition to the ability to perform the requirements in-house, the experience level of the prime offeror has a direct bearing on their ability to select, manage, and control any required subcontractors/team members.  Therefore, the capability and experience of the prime offeror in controlling and managing any proposed subcontractors/team members is an important part of the technical evaluation.  However, this acquisition entails a broad range of possible work, contractor teaming/subcontracting may be necessary to ensure the necessary engineering talent is available to accomplish future DESP tasks.  With this in mind, full contractor team resources (including all teaming/subcontracting resources) will be evaluated as one contracting entity.  However, non value-added pass through work is discouraged (see Clause H-901).

DEFINITIONS

The offerors shall use the definitions below in their responses to the RFP:

1.  A prime offeror is:

a)  A single company.  This includes:

(1) Parent companies proposing to use their wholly owned entities in the performance of the DESP, and 

(2)  Offerors who are wholly owned entities proposing to use other wholly owned entities of the parent company in the performance of the DESP.  Note:  Sufficient documentation must be provided as evidence of the arrangement within the company.  Typically this would be evidenced by the proposal response in Clause L-900 and the level of corporate signature on the proposal.

b) Two or more companies which form a partnership or joint venture (P/JV) to act as a potential prime contractor IAW FAR 9.601(a).  This action will form a new, separate entity, which will have its own CAGE code.  Sufficient documentation must be provided as evidence of the arrangement between the parties.  Typically this would be a copy of the actual agreement.  This new entity (the P/JV) will have the power to speak for and to contractually commit specified resources of the parent companies or will have their own resources to commit.

A Subcontractor is:  Subcontractor is defined as any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime contractor or another subcontractor.

First Tier Subcontractor:  First tier subcontractor is defined as any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime contractor.  A second tier subcontractor is defined as any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a first-tier subcontractor.

PRESENTATION

Elaborate brochures or documentation, binding, detailed artwork, or other embellishments are unnecessary and are not desired.

2.2.1  
Binding and Labeling

A.  Paper:   The proposal shall be bound in a loose-leaf three ring binder.  Pages should be punched with larger holes (greater than ¼ inch but less than ½ inch) rather than the standard 1/4-inch hole.  Staples shall not be used.  The cover sheet for each volume shall be clearly marked with volume number, title, copy number, RFP identification and the offeror's name.  The same identifying data shall be placed on the spine of each binder to facilitate rapid location when placed in a vertical position on the shelf of a storage cabinet.  All pages shall be marked as "Source Selection Sensitive".

B. CD:  The CD and CD cover shall be clearly marked with volume number, title, copy number, RFP identification and the offeror’s name.  The same identifying data shall be placed on the spine of the CD cover and of any related proposal binders to facilitate rapid accountability when placed in a vertical position on the shelf of a storage cabinet.  The CD and its cover shall be physically marked as “Source Selection Sensitive”. An electronic warning describing the contents of the CD as “Source Selection Sensitive” shall also be provided to the viewer upon loading the CD for review.

Pages and Typing

All cost and pricing information shall be addressed only in the Cost Proposal Volume.  Cost trade-off information, relative financial relationships, and work-hour estimates may be used in other volumes only as appropriate for describing processes or presenting rationale for alternatives and trade-off decisions.

Indexing/Table of Contents/Glossaries/Cross Reference Matrix

A.  Each volume shall contain a detailed table of contents to delineate the subparagraphs within that book as well as a table of tables and table of figures.  Tab indexing shall be used to identify sections.  Cover pages, tables of contents, table of tables, tables of figures, tab indices, etc., that contain no information other than section identification or cross reference indexing, are excluded from the total page count.

B.  Each volume shall contain a glossary of all abbreviations and acronyms used, with an explanation for each.  Glossaries do not count against the page limits for their respective volumes.

C.  A cross-reference matrix shall be included in each volume to depict the relationship between the proposal volume and this clause and the Statement of Work.  The cross-reference matrix is excluded from the total page count.

2.2.8.4  Oral Presentation Integrity.  To ensure the integrity of the source selection process, the Offeror shall use the overhead slides submitted to the Government with the original proposal when making the presentation.  No alterations of any type, regardless of errors or inaccuracies found after submission of the original media, will be allowed.  When evaluating the Offeror’s presentation, the Government will consider only those overhead slides actually presented and addressed.  No additional slides may be introduced at any time during the Oral Presentation, or the question and answer period.

2.2.8.5  Conduct of the Oral Presentation.

2.2.8.5.1 Number of Representatives.  No more than Eight (8) representatives from an Offeror’s team (e.g., individual firm, or mixture of prime and subcontractors) may attend the Oral Presentation. The Offeror’s presentation panel is limited to those Key Personnel identified in the proposal, as well as a contracts/business representative capable of addressing corporate issues and pricing matters.  The Program Manager shall act as the primary spokesperson, although other members may speak.  

2.2.8.5.2 Presentation Facilities.  A conference room facility will be provided.  The Government as part of the Offeror’s evaluation will videotape presentations.  The Offeror will not be provided with a copy of the videotape.

2.2.8.5.3 Selection and Order of Presentation. For the purposes of this proposal Oral Presentation Assignments will be determined on a random name drawing for each specified category. GENERAL. 

Instructions  Using the instructions below (4.0 through 8.5), and in considerations of all evaluation criteria identified in solicitation clause M-900 “Evaluation Factors for Award,” provide as specifically as possible the actual methodology that will be used for accomplishing the requirements of the RFP.  The offeror is required to submit a proposal that is compliant with the technical requirements contained in the Statement of work (SOW).  Offeror’s that proposes to perform more than one contract, whether as a prime contractor, a subcontractor, or as a joint venture, will necessary dilute its ability to (a) manage the DESP contracts and task orders issued thereunder, (b) provide the physical resources necessary to perform DESP task orders, and (c) generally respond to the government's technical and administrative needs.  Accordingly, offerors are cautioned that the government may assign a higher proposal risk rating, to those proposals for which a single firm proposes to perform in multiple capacities.

VOLUME I:  EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  .  

Offerors shall provide an executive summary as part of Volume I.  The summary shall be a concise overview of the entire Mission Capability proposal, an introduction of presenting personnel, including title, position, and contract role, and a brief company overview (not to exceed 5 slides).

VOLUME II:  MISSION CAPABILITY PROPOSAL

If a subcontractor is proposed for any portion of the DESP program, the same information shall be supplied regarding its plan and resources as would be supplied if the subcontractor were the prime doing the work.  The number of slides presented for both volumes, combined, shall be limited to 130 slides.  The number of pages submitted varies by section.  Most sections in the Mission Capability volume will be presented orally, and the only written portions required are Sections B (50 pages), F (Unlimited for PDs, max of 10 pages for resumes), G (Unlimited pages), and H (40 pages).  

5.1

Offeror’s Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Demonstrated Engineering/Technical Capability.

The offeror shall:

A. Describe the technical approach, standardized practices (including quality measures), military standards, industry standards, etc. applied in the performance of listed engineering/technical disciplines (reference Statement of Work (SOW) 4.0).  Example projects shall be identified to validate the existence and use of standardized processes, if claimed

B. The contractor shall present systems engineering and technical management processes that are consistent with the guidelines and principles that are established in current DoD acquisition management directives and regulations. These processes will typically include the systems engineering effort necessary to transform an operational need, or statement of deficiency, into a description of system requirements and a preferred system configuration. This shall be accomplished by succinctly discussing technical processes/procedures, standardized practices (industry, corporate, and/or government) that are utilized and complied with

C. The proposal shall demonstrate an understanding of the requirements of the SOW by discussing technical processes and engineering management practices that the contractor proposes to apply.  These processes and practices shall include the integrated and concurrent consideration of the disciplines in Section 4.0 of the SOW

D. The proposal shall provide evidence that the offeror has demonstrated technical expertise and competency in: 

· The disciplines defined in SOW Section 4.0; and 

· Supporting the types of systems in SOW Rate Schedule.  

E. The proposal shall address the top risk associated with this area and proposed mitigation techniques.

F. The Offeror shall describe their exceptional strengths and potential weaknesses regarding their engineering/technical capability.

G. The proposal shall demonstrate total adequate facilities and equipment are available to support the proposal plan.  The proposal shall identify the sources (currently in-house, planned in-house,) of those resources.  

H. Demonstrate ability to provide necessary computers, fax machines, copiers, internet capability, etc. to support local office

5.2
Offeror’s Ability to Support Sample Task Requirements in Demonstrated Engineering/ Technical Capability (Sample Task)

The offeror shall provide a written response, not to exceed 50 pages, to the sample Engineering/Technical Problem provided by the Air Force.  The Offeror’s response to the sample problem shall address all pertinent management and technical issues, including applied processes and standards.  In addition to this written response, a cost breakdown will be submitted in the Cost Proposal Volume (see Para 6.5, Section 5).  The Sample Task will not be presented orally, and will only be represented by the 50-page written portion which will also be supported by the cost proposal.

Note:  Sample task may, and probably will be, awarded as proposed.  The Government reserves the right to award the sample task as proposed at a future point in time. 

A.
Demonstrate technical understanding of sample requirement and sound technical approach.

B.
Demonstrate engineering/technical expertise relating to the types of systems described within the sample task.

C.
Demonstrate sound technical processes to be utilized and standardized practices to be complied with.

D.
Define potential risk and demonstrate appropriate risk mitigation methodologies.

E.
Define offeror strengths and weaknesses related to the sample task, and indicate the effect these will have on potential performance.

Offeror’s Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Task Order Management 

The offeror shall describe the approach for managing Task Orders following award, including providing the following:

A. Relevant examples of successful Task Order initiation, management and planning.

B. Complete, effective, and efficient  established process for attaining the resources necessary for satisfaction of the requirements.  The process must be responsive and minimize any conflicts within the company for critical resources.

C. Description of the Offeror’s management skills and standardized, repeatable management processes pertaining to timely response and performance of Task Orders

D. Description of the Program Manager(s) authority over company resources (e.g., personnel, facilities, and equipment) and the position of the Program Manager(s) within the overall organizational structure.

E. The contractor shall identify potential risks and define a risk management approach that provides for clear identification and control of technical, cost, and schedule risks inherent in task order performance.

F. Identify critical offeror strengths and weaknesses and how they may affect performance.

G. Demonstrate ability to solve problems once they occur (include relevant examples, if desired).

5.4
Offeror’s Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Subcontractor Management

The Offeror shall identify team members, capabilities, and defined roles they are to play in the execution of Task Orders.  The Offeror shall:

A. Provide a complete, flexible, effective, and efficient plan for selecting and managing subcontractors.  The approach shall include any planned subcontractors, and shall be compatible with the planned organizational structure.

B. Describe process for preventing subcontractor failure.

C. Describe process for mitigating to subcontractor failure when it occurs, including failure to perform within negotiated costs.

D. Demonstrate relevant experience in successfully selecting and managing subcontractors in a task order environment similar to the DESP.

E. Describe critical offeror strengths and weaknesses involved in subcontractor management, and evaluate their potential effects.

F. Identify and demonstrate that adequate sources (in-house, or planned subcontractors) are available to support the proposed plan for  those resources.  When the offeror proposes to use subcontractors, the responsibilities of the organization shall be clearly defined and consistent with the planned technical approach to satisfy the requirements of the SOW.  Lines of authority between the entities shall be clearly established and shall allow for effective management by the prime offeror’s program manager

Offeror’s Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Personnel Resources

The Offeror shall describe the approach for staffing and maintaining qualified personnel throughout the program.  Information provided by the Offeror must instill confidence regarding their ability to successfully manage and execute a wide variety of Task Orders.  The Offeror shall:

A. Demonstrate the availability of a highly qualified, technically diverse, and experienced staff, able to successfully staff a wide variety of task orders

B. Describe existing and planned programs for retaining qualified staff, including funding set aside for such programs

Agency procedures as identified in AFFAR Supplement 5315.3 (draft form, dated 12 Feb 99) will be used in evaluating the proposals and in selecting the winning offeror(s).  Award will be made to the offeror(s) who is/are deemed responsible in accordance with the FAR, whose proposal conforms to the Request for Proposal (RFP) requirements, and is judged to represent the best value to the government.  The best value is represented by the offeror(s) that provide(s) the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirements.  To arrive at a best value decision, the Source Selection Authority (SSA) will integrate the source selection team’s evaluations of the Evaluation Criteria, including Cost and any proposed “desired enhancements” (defined as features or technical offerings that enhance the service provided).   While the government’s source selection evaluation team will strive for maximum objectivity, the source selection process, by its nature, is subjective and, therefore, professional judgment is implicit throughout the entire process. The Government intends to award without discussions/reserves the right to award without discussions.

1.3
Basic Principles:  The DESP prime contractors are expected to have a significant technical role (50% or greater) in the overall DESP program.  However, the government retains the right to alter this overall percentage or waive this requirement on a task order by task order basis at the complete discretion and benefit of the government.  Therefore, the government is strongly interested in the capability and experience of the prime offeror.  The prime offeror is the entity with which the government could have a resulting contract.  As such, the prime would be held fully responsible for the contract performance, regardless of any arrangement between the prime offeror and its proposed subcontractors, team members, vendors or other associates.  In addition to the ability to perform the requirements in-house, the experience level of the prime offeror has a direct bearing on their ability to select, manage, and control any required subcontractors/team members.  Therefore, the capability and experience of the prime offeror in controlling and managing any proposed subcontractors/team members is an important part of the technical evaluation.  However, this acquisition entails a broad range of possible work, contractor teaming/subcontracting may be necessary to ensure the necessary engineering talent is available to accomplish future DESP tasks.  With this in mind, full contractor team resources (including all teaming/subcontracting resources) will be evaluated as one contracting entity.  However, non value-added pass through work is discouraged (see Clause H-901).

1.5  
Definitions:  offerors shall use the definitions below in their responses to the RFP:

1.5.1.  A prime offeror is:

a)  A single company.  This includes:

(1) 
Parent companies proposing to use their wholly owned entities in the performance of the DESP, and 

(2)  Offerors who are wholly owned entities proposing to use other wholly owned entities of the parent company in the performance of the DESP.  Note:  Sufficient documentation must be provided as evidence of the arrangement within the company.  Typically this would be evidenced by the proposal response in clause L-900 and the level of corporate signature on the proposal.

b) Two or more companies which form a partnership or joint venture (P/JV) to act as a potential prime contractor IAW FAR 9.601(a).  This action will form a new, separate entity, which will have its own CAGE code.  Sufficient documentation must be provided as evidence of the arrangement between the parties.  Typically this would be a copy of the actual agreement.  This new entity (the P/JV) will have the power to speak for and to contractually commit specified resources of the parent companies or will have their own resources to commit.

1.5.2.  
A Subcontractor is:  Subcontractor is defined as any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime contractor or another subcontractor.

1.5.3.  
A First Tier Subcontractor is:  First tier subcontractor is defined as any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime contractor.  A second tier subcontractor is defined as any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a first-tier subcontractor.

1.5.4
Offerors should use these definitions in their proposals.  DESP prime offeror (as defined above) may propose to use subcontractors, vendors, team members, or other associates under various arrangements to fulfill the requirements of a subsequent DESP contract.  However, such proposed subcontractors, vendors, team members, or other associates are not considered as the “prime offeror” for the purposes of this source selection.

1.5.5
Multiple Bids.  Although offerors may propose without such organizational restrictions, any offeror that proposes to perform more than one contract, whether as a subcontractor or a joint venture, will necessarily dilute its ability to (i) manage the DESP contracts and task orders issued thereunder, (ii) provide the physical resources necessary to perform DESP task orders, and (iii) generally respond to the government’s technical and administrative needs.  Accordingly, offerors are cautioned that the government may assign a higher proposal risk rating to those proposals for which a single firm proposes to perform in multiple capacities, unless the offeror can demonstrate the ability to perform in multiple capacities.

1.5.6
Exchanges.  Exchanges with offerors after receipt of proposals fall into one of three categories: clarifications, communications, or discussions (see FAR 15.306).  

1.5.6.1
After receipt of proposals, the Government may issue Evaluation Notices to offerors for the purposes of clarifications in award without discussion (FAR 15.306 (a) or communications (FAR 15.306(b)).  These communications/discussions occur prior to a competitive range determination (if one is held) only with those offerors whose inclusion in the competitive range is uncertain.  Additionally, FAR 15.306(b)(1)(I) requires that communications shall be held with offerors whose past performance information is the determining factor preventing them from being placed within the competitive range.

1.5.6.2
If award will be made with discussions, exchanges with offerors subsequent to the competitive range determination are for the purposes of in depth evaluation of proposals.  The objective of discussions is to maximize the Government’s ability to obtain best value, based on the requirement and the evaluation factors set forth in the solicitation.

1.5.6.3
Competitive Range Determination.
After completion of the initial evaluation, it may be necessary to establish a competitive range.  The contracting officer may determine in accordance with FAR 15.306(c)(2), that the number of mostly highly rated proposals that might otherwise be included in the competitive range exceed the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted.  Those offerors outside the competitive range determination shall not be considered for award and will not participate in the oral presentations. 

1.6
Partial Small Business Set Aside and Full and Open Competition Processes.   A maximum of up to thirteen (13) awards shall be made under this solicitation.  This will consist of a maximum of three (3) small business (as defined by SIC 8711) contracts awarded under the Partial Small Business Set-Aside and ten (10) contracts awarded under the Full and Open Competition.

1.6.1
Partial Small Business Set-Aside.  To satisfy the partial small-business set-aside of this acquisition, the government will first evaluate offers submitted by small business concerns (SIC 8711).  A maximum of three small business contracts shall be awarded under the set-aside.  The evaluation and selection of the small businesses shall be in accordance with the evaluation and selection criteria as set forth in the solicitation.  Small business concerns may propose on Option I (Category I), Option II (Category II) or Option III (Category III) (No offeror may propose as a prime in more than one Option.  See paragraph 1.5.5 for cautionary statement).  Up to two awards will be reserved for Option II (Category II) and up to one award will be reserved for Option III (Category III).  In the event two awards are not made under Option II (Category II) the remaining portion or all of the reserved awards will be moved to Option III (Category I).  Likewise, if one award is not made under Option III (Category III) the reserved award will be moved to Option II (Category I).  For evaluation purposes, offerors proposing against Option II (Category II) will only be evaluated against other offerors proposing against Option II (Category II).  Offerors proposing against Option III (Category III) will only be evaluated against other offerors proposing against Option III (Category III).  Offerors proposing against Option I (Category I) will only be evaluated against other Offerors proposing against Option I (Category I).  In the event three small businesses have not been selected under Option II and Option III, small business Offerors proposing against Option I will be evaluated against other small business Offerors proposing against Option I to satisfy the small business set-aside.  In the event three technically qualified small business Offerors are not selected, the Government will adjust the number of Full and Open awards up to a maximum of ten awards.  Offerors will not be evaluated against other offerors proposing under different Options.  Small businesses not selected under Option II and Option III will not be considered for award under Option I. 

1.6.2
Full and Open Competition.  It is estimated that ten contracts shall be awarded under the Full and Open portion of the solicitation.  Only offerors who propose on Option I shall be evaluated.  Contractors who propose on Options II or III shall not be considered for award under the Full and Open Portion of the solicitation.

Accuracy and consistency of proposed engineering and technical management processes with DoD directives and regulations.

C.
Soundness and completeness of technical processes and engineering management practices proposed to meet SOW requirements.  Appropriateness of processes and practices in relation to disciplines listed in SOW Section 4.0.

D.
Level and quality of technical experience and demonstrated expertise with the disciplines defined in SOW Section 4.0 as well as with supporting the types of systems described in SOW Rate Schedule.

E.
Soundness and completeness of risk identification and demonstrated efficacy of risk mitigation approach.

F.
Thoroughness of demonstrated understanding of strengths and weaknesses, as well as their potential impact on performance.

G.
Adequacy and availability of necessary facilities and equipment

H.
Adequacy and availability of computers, fax machines, copiers,  internet capability, etc. necessary to support the local office.

2.1.1.2. Subfactor 2: Ability to Support Sample Task Requirements in Demonstrated Engineering/Technical Capability

Offerors will be evaluated on this subfactor based on the following:
A.
Accuracy, completeness, and overall soundness of technical approach and demonstrated level of technical understanding.

B.
Level and quality of technical experience and demonstrated expertise with the types of systems described in the sample task.

C.
Appropriateness of technical processes to be utilized, and accuracy of compliance with standardized practices.

D.
Soundness and completeness of risk identification and demonstrated efficacy of risk mitigation approach.

E.
Level of demonstrated understanding of strengths and weaknesses, as well as their potential impact on performance

2.1.1.3.
Subfactor 3: Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Task Order Management

Proposals will be evaluated on the effectiveness and efficiency of the offeror's plan to satisfy the requirements of the Statement of Work (SOW),  specifically:  

A.
Level of demonstrated success in task order management, including examples of appropriate and timely initiation,  management , and planning actions taken.

B.
Completeness, efficacy, and efficiency of the organizational resource allocation process.

C.
Demonstrated ability of the offeror to effectively manage task orders in an appropriate and timely manner.

D. 
Appropriateness of the Program Manager(s) position within the overall organizational structure, including the demonstrated ability of the Program Manager to authorize use of company resources and work independently and efficiently.

E.
Soundness and completeness of risk identification and demonstrated efficacy of risk mitigation approach

F.
Level of demonstrated understanding of strengths and weaknesses, as well as their potential impact on performance

G.
Demonstrated efficacy of problem-solving approaches and practices.

2.1.1.4.
Subfactor 4: Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Subcontractor Management

Offerors will be evaluated on:

A.
Completeness and efficacy of the plan for efficiently selecting and managing subcontractors, including the compatibility with planned organizational structure.  

B.
Efficacy of process for preventing subcontractor failure.

C.
Efficacy of process for mitigating the effects of subcontractor failures that may occur, including failure to perform within negotiated costs.

D.
Level of demonstrated experience selecting and managing subcontractors in a relevant contractual environment.

E.
Level of demonstrated understanding of strengths and weaknesses, as well as their potential impact on performance

F.
Level of clarity and consistency of the planned organization, including prime offeror and subcontractors.  Also important is the clarity of lines of authority and responsibility within the organizational structures.

2.1.1.5.
Subfactor 5: Ability to Support SOW Requirements in Personnel Resources

Offerors will be evaluated on:

A.
Qualification, diversity, and experience of proposed staff, including the ability to support a wide variety of task orders.

B.
Efficacy and realism of existing and planned programs for retaining qualified staff, including demonstration of committed funds.

C.
Efficacy, realism, and appropriateness of existing and planned training programs, including demonstration of ability to provide cutting-edge technologies and demonstration of committed funds.

D.
Appropriateness of employee compensation, as compared with industry standards.

E.
Soundness and completeness of risk identification and demonstrated efficacy of risk mitigation approach

F.
Level of demonstrated understanding of strengths and weaknesses

2.1.1.5.1

Resumes/Position Descriptions

Position descriptions exceeding the minimum requirements in the RFP may be considered a “desired enhancement” for purposes of evaluation.  These enhancements may be included in any resultant contract by modifying the minimum requirements of the RFP according to the submitted position descriptions for each labor category, binding the Offeror to provide personnel who meet the submitted position description.
2.1.1.6.
Subfactor 6: Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation  

Offerors will be evaluated on this subfactor based on the following:
A.
Completeness, efficacy, and appropriateness of plans to increase participation of Small Disadvantaged Businesses as well as to increase the complexity and variety of work performed by SDBs.

B.
Completeness and appropriateness of specific SDB subcontractors identified and associated functional areas of expertise to be targeted, as well as overall compatibility of SDB plan with organizational and teaming arrangement structures.

2.1.1.6.1.1. Note:  Subfactor 6 is only applicable to the evaluation of Option I.  There are only five subfactors in the Mission Capability Factor for the evaluation of proposals submitted for Options II and III.

2.1.2
Factor 2:  Past Performance 

2.1.3
Factor 3:  Proposal Risk
2.1.4 Factor 4:  Price/Cost

2.2
Order of Importance.  The above evaluation factors (2.1) are listed in descending order of importance, with the exception that Factor 1 (Mission Capability) and Factor 2 (Past Performance) which are of equal importance. Subfactors within the Mission Capability Factor are each of equal importance.  The Mission Capability and Past Performance factors are significantly more important than the Price/Cost factor.  However, price/cost will contribute substantially to the selection decision.

3.0
Discussion of Paragraph 2.1 (Evaluation Criteria).

3.1
Mission Capability Factor (2.1.1) evaluation.

3.1.1
The Mission Capability subfactors listed above will receive a color/adjectival rating.  The color/adjectival rating depicts how well the offerors proposal meets the evaluation thresholds and solicitation requirements.  
3.2           The Source Selection Evaluation Team (SSET) will measure each technical/management proposal against a predetermined set of thresholds (identified under each subfactor above).  A threshold establishes a uniform base line against which each offeror’s proposal is compared to determine its compliance with the minimum requirements and its value to the Air Force.  The thresholds establish the level an offeror’s proposal must meet in order to be judged acceptable “green”, as set forth below:

3.1.3
Color/Adjectival Rating Definitions:

Blue / Exceptional -
Exceeds specified minimum performance or capability requirements in a way beneficial to the Air Force.

Green / Acceptable -
Meets specified minimum performance or capability requirements necessary for acceptable contract performance.

Yellow / Marginal -
Does not clearly meet some specified minimum performance or capability requirements necessary for acceptable contract performance but any proposal inadequacies are correctable.

Red / Unacceptable -
Fails to meet specified minimum performance or capability requirements.  Proposals with an unacceptable rating are not awardable.

3.1 Past Performance Factor (2.1.2) evaluation.

3.2.1
The Government will evaluate past and present performance as a measure of the Government’s confidence in the offeror’s ability to perform, based on previous and current contract efforts.  Performance confidence will be assessed at the Subfactor level; these ratings will be combined into a single factor-level rating.  Offerors are to note that in conducting a past performance evaluation, the Government will use both data provided by the offeror in Relevant Present and Past Performance Volume and data obtained from other sources.  This assessment will consider the number and severity of problems, the effectiveness of any corrective action taken, and the offeror’s overall work record.  Evaluators will consider mitigating circumstances, such as process changes, which resulted in improvements to previous performance problems.  Process changes will be considered only when objectively measurable improvement in performance has been demonstrated as a direct result of the changes.  The evaluators will accomplish the performance confidence assessment in accordance with the rating procedures and definitions in AFFARS Part 5315.  The rating definitions are listed below:

Exceptional/High Confidence – Based on the offeror’s performance record, essentially no doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort. 

Very Good/Significant Confidence – Based on the offeror’s performance record, little doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  

Satisfactory/Confidence – Based on the offeror’s performance record, some doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  

Neutral/Unknown Confidence – No performance record is identifiable (see FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iii) and (iv)).  

Marginal/Little Confidence – Based on the offeror’s performance record, substantial doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Changes to the offeror’s existing processes may be necessary in order to achieve contract requirements.

Unsatisfactory/No Confidence – Based on the offeror’s performance record, extreme doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

3.2.2
In evaluating performance data, the Performance Risk Assessment Group (PRAG) will determine the relevancy of each contract/negotiated agreement.  Relevance is driven by how closely the skills demonstrated in the prior contracts/negotiated agreements match the degree to which those skills will be required to successfully perform the DESP SOW Requirements.  In determining relevancy, consideration will be given (but not limited to) such things as similarity and complexity of services provided, recency of performance, contract type, division of company proposing, and subcontractor interaction.  In the assessment, the relevancy of each contract will be considered along with the offeror’s performance.  Each contract/negotiated agreement will be assigned a rating reflecting its degree of relevance to the DESP Program Requirements, according to the following definitions:   

Very Highly Relevant – Offeror demonstrates recent experience (defined as within the past 3 years) with major portions of the DESP SOW, at equivalent quantities using the same technology and industrial equipment.

Highly Relevant – Offeror demonstrates recent experience on some portion of the DESP SOW, at equivalent quantities, using equivalent technologies and industrial equipment.

Relevant – Offeror demonstrates recent experience on some portion of the DESP SOW, at similar quantities levels using equivalent technologies and industrial equipment

Somewhat Relevant – Offeror demonstrates experience within the past five years on minor portions of the DESP SOW, at lesser quantities, using less complex technologies and industrial equipment.

Not Relevant – Offeror demonstrated experience has no correlation to the DESP SOW Requirements.

3.2 Proposal Risk Factor (2.1.3) evaluation.

3.3.1
The Government will conduct an assessment of the proposal risk associated with the offeror’s approach for each Subfactor of the Mission Capability Factor.  Proposal risk focuses on the risks associated with the offeror’s proposed approach.  Assessment of risk includes the potential for disruption of schedule, increased cost, degradation of performance, and the need for increased Government oversight as well as the likelihood of unsuccessful contractor performance (See Section 3.3.1, Multiple Bids).  For any risk identified, the evaluation must address the offeror’s proposal for mitigating those risks and why that approach is or is not manageable.  The ratings used for proposal risk assessment will be low, moderate, or high in accordance with the definitions below:

3.3.2
Definitions:

High -
Likely to cause significant disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance, even with special contractor emphasis and close Government monitoring.

Moderate -
Can potentially cause some disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance.  However, special contractor emphasis and close Government monitoring will probably be able to overcome difficulties.

Low -
Has little potential to cause disruption of schedule, increased cost, or degradation of performance.  Normal contractor effort and normal Government monitoring will probably be able to overcome difficulties.

4.0
Price/Cost Factor (2.1.4) evaluation.  

4.1
The evaluated price/cost.  The total evaluated price/cost will be calculated as the sum of 4.1.1 through 4.1.7. as follows (note:  For offerors proposing on Category I, only CLINs for Option I will be evaluated; for offerors proposing on Category II, only CLINs for Option II will be evaluated; and for offerors proposing on Category III, only CLINs on Option III will be evaluated):

Firm Fixed Price (FFP) Schedule I.  The applicable fixed rates , including fee, shall be multiplied by the government’s estimated hours-specified in Attachment 3 of the RFP.  FFP CLINs to be evaluated are:  For Category I (Option I) CLIN 0001, for Category II (Option II) CLIN 1001 and for Category III (Option III) CLIN 2001. 

4.1.2
Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF) Schedule II. The applicable cost rates, including fee, shall be multiplied by the government’s estimated labor hours specified in Attachment 3 of the RFP.  CPFF CLINs to be evaluated are:  For Category I (Option I) CLIN 0002, for Category II (Option II) CLIN 1002 and for Category III (Option III) CLIN 2002

4.1.3
Cost Plus Award Fee (CPAF) Schedule III. The applicable cost rates, excluding fee, shall be multiplied by the government’s estimated labor hours specified in Attachment 3 of the RFP. CPAF CLINs to be evaluated are:  For Category I (Option I) CLIN 0003, for Category II (Option II) CLIN 1003 and for Category III (Option III) CLIN 2003.

4.1.4
Fee for CPAF will not be evaluated.  CLINs for CPAF not being evaluated are: For Category I (Option I) CLIN 0004, for Category II (Option II) CLIN 1004 and for Category III (Option III) CLIN 2004

4.1.5 Time and Material (T&M) Schedule IV. The applicable T&M rate, including fee, shall be multiplied by the government’s estimated hours-specified in Attachment 3 of the RFP.  T&M CLINs to be evaluated are:  For Category I (Option I) CLIN 0005, for Category II (Option II) CLIN 1005 and for Category III (Option III) CLIN 2005

4.1.6 Cost Reimbursable (CR) CLINs (Material, Subcontracts (note: fee for subcontracting will be evaluated), ODC and Travel). The applicable factors shall be multiplied by the Government estimated cost specified in Attachment 3 to the RFP. CLINs to be evaluated are: For Category I (Option I) CLIN 0006, for Category II (Option II) CLIN 1006 and for Category III (Option III) CLIN 2006. 
4.1.7        Sample Task: Contractor’s proposed price/cost for the sample task will be evaluated.  The government shall multiply the contractor’s bottom line proposed price (for the sample task)  by a factor of ten (10) for Option I and by a factor of five (5) for options II and III in order to increase the significance of the Sample Task in the cost evaluation.

4.2
Rating of Price/Cost Factor:  The Price/Cost factor will not be rated or scored but will be considered in the final source selection decision. The offeror’s price/cost information will be evaluated relative to the criteria price reasonableness and cost realism.  There are several different types of rates (loaded rates, cost rates) requested from the offerors. These rates will be thoroughly examined to insure they are not unrealistically low or unrealistically high, and they are in line with the contractor's accounting system and historical rates.  Significant variances from historical rates shall be explained in detail. 

4.3
Unrealistically Low Proposed Costs or Prices. Unrealistically low proposed costs or prices estimates including rates and factors, initially or subsequently, may be grounds for eliminating a proposal from competition either on the basis that the offeror does not understand the requirement or the offeror has made an unrealistic proposal.  

4.4
Cost Realism and Price Reasonableness.  The offerors price/cost proposal will be evaluated in order to determine if it is realistic and reasonable.

4.4.1
Realism: Realism is evaluated by assessing the compatibility of proposed costs with proposal scope and effort.

4.4.2
Reasonableness: Reasonableness is evaluated by assessing the acceptability of the offerors methodology used in developing the cost estimates.

5.0
Evaluation Summary.
Overview:  A color/adjectival rating and a proposal risk assessment will be assigned as follows:  Each of the subfactors under Mission Capability will receive a color/adjectival rating and a proposal risk assessment.  These ratings/assessments will be given both for the oral as well as any written portions of the proposal.  The color/adjectival rating depicts how well the offeror’s proposal meets the evaluation standards and solicitation requirements.  The proposal risk assessment measures the risks that are identified with an offeror’s proposed approach as it relates to accomplishing the requirements of the solicitation.  When the integrated assessment of all aspects of the evaluation is accomplished, the color/adjectival ratings and proposal risk assessments are considered equally.  This equality is conceptual, not numerical, in nature.  Either of these considerations can influence the SSA’s decision.  If, during the evaluation period, it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government to hold discussions, offeror responses to evaluation notices (ENs) and final proposal revisions will be considered in making the best value decision.

EVALUATION AND SELECTION PROCEDURES FOR SMALL BUSINESSES

A maximum of up to thirteen awards shall be made under this solicitation.  A maximum of three awards shall be set-aside for small businesses (Small businesses as defined under SIC 8711 – Engineering Services/Military and Aerospace Equipment and Military Weapons) and the remaining ten shall be selected using Full and Open competition.  Up to two awards will be reserved for small business proposing against Option II (Category II) and up to one award will be reserved for Option III (Category III).  If two awards are not made under Option II, the remaining awards will be reserved under Option III.  Likewise, if one award is not made under Option III (Category III) it will be reserved under Option II.  Offerors may only propose on one Option as the prime offeror (See Clause M-900, para 1.5.5 for cautionary information to Multiple Bidders). To be considered for award (in either the Partial Small Business Set-Aside or the Full and Open Competition) the offeror shall be responsive and responsible as defined by the FAR.

Small businesses will be evaluated first against other small business proposing against the same Option, to satisfy the partial small business set-aside requirements of the solicitation.  A maximum of three small businesses will be awarded a contract under the set-aside.  The evaluation and selection of the small businesses under the partial set-aside for small businesses shall be in accordance with the evaluation and selection criteria as set forth in the solicitation.  

Small businesses not selected under the partial set-aside and who proposed on Option I shall be considered for award under the unrestricted portion of the solicitation.  The evaluation and selection of the unrestricted portion (estimated ten awards) of the solicitation shall be in accordance with the evaluation and selection criteria as set forth in the solicitation.
